So
far our monthly collections are falling $100 behind our pledges.

Holy Week Starts Sunday
Sunday, April 1st is Palm Sunday.  It is also the beginning of a very busy week of Worship

at Harmony UMC.  The morning worship service will begin with shouts of Hosanna (asking Jesus to
“Save us Now!”) and will conclude with the serving of Communion (asking Jesus to “Forgive us of our
Sins”).

Our guest speaker for Holy Week will be Reverend Nathan T. Snider, an Elder in the
Western North Carolina Conference.  Brother Nathan received his Master of Divinity Degree from
Asbury Theological Seminary in 1995 and is presently serving at Chestnut Grove United Methodist
Church in King, NC.  He will preach on Sunday, Monday and Tuesday nights.  Our own R. Fletcher
Hardy III will speak on Wednesday night.  Each service will begin at 7 p.m. and will include
“Special Music”.

Holy Week Services will continue on Thursday and Friday nights (also starting at 7 p.m.).
Harmony will conduct a Maundy Thursday Service, complete with a re-enactment of “The Last
Supper”.  Friday night is the Tenebrae Service, a first for us in many years.  This “Service of
Darkness” is designed to remind us of the darkness at the Crucifixion of our Savior.

Saturday, April 7th will be a special day for our children.  Harmony will hold it’s Annual
Easter Egg Hunt.  The festivities will get underway at 10 a.m. and conclude by noon.  It is hard
to tell who has the most fun –- the egg hiders or the egg finders.

Sunday, April 8th is Easter, the day we celebrate the Resurrection of our Savior Jesus
Christ.  The Community Sunrise Service will begin at 7 a.m. at Willis Memorial Baptist Church in
the Cascade community.  Our pastor, Robert Hardy, will deliver the message for this service.  All
are invited to breakfast at Willis Memorial following the service.  Harmony UMC services will begin
with Sunday School at 9:45 and an 11 a.m.Worship Service.  Come early for a good seat -- you
can’t beat the message!
